At
least four classrooms needed to

accommodate seating for up to
30 students.

¢ All areas had to be barrier-free in
concept and dimension.

* Ample floor space to accommo-
date breaking out into “center”
type activities.

* The variety of age groups had
different furniture/technology re-
quirements.

* Maximize storage space.

* Colorization of interior and ex-
terior based on colors of logo.
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
